This book is not your standard contemporary
collection of photography but rather a chronicle of the history of the area as seen through the eyes
of the artists whoAfA¢A a -A 4,¢ve tried to capture that beauty. There are plenty of photographic
images to be sure, but they are mostly vintage views that help the reader get some sense of the
LakeAfA¢A a -A a,¢s history.The paintings and woodcuts selected for this volume were well
chosen and as good a collection as one is likely to find in any book on the subject. The obligatory
examples of more contemporary art at the tail end are not nearly as impressive but fortunately
donAfA¢A a -A a,¢t take up too many of the book’s pages.| canAfA¢A & -A 4,¢t really
comment on the text in its entirety as | have yet to read the book from cover to cover. And as the
text is a secondary consideration in pictorial books | am commenting on my first impressions after a
cursory read. That being said, what | have read seems to be well informed and of benefit to the
illustrations.This is a well produced volume and the images are all high definition. All the elements
are there to offer any reader an enjoyable browsing experience. For someone living in the Tahoe
region or who may have a vacation residence in the vicinity this would make an excellent addition to
that stack on your coffee-table.My only criticism is the amount of space set aside for the
regionAfA¢A a -A a,¢s Indian basketry. Over a hundred pages of the book are devoted to this
subject. The baskets Ms. Wolfe has chosen to highlight are no doubt exceptional but it
doesnAfA¢A a -A a,¢t seem, at least in this reviewer's opinion, to dovetail well with the
bookAfA¢A a -A a,¢s principle theme. There is ample enough material here to have produced a

separate book. And for those whose interest is the lake alone, they would probably have preferred it
