What
was wrong with me? | looked closely into the mirror, and saw the dark circles beneath my eyes. |
was underweight, and my long blonde hair was thinning. | looked away from the mirror quickly, and
sat on the cold, tile floor of this cheap motel bathroom. My hand shook a bit as | held the spoon full
of heroin. | cooked it up with a blue lighter. | dropped in a small piece of cotton, and drew up the
liquid with a syringe. | injected the heroin, and fell slowly back against the wall. The tile was no
longer cold, and life did not seem so hopeless anymore. Sweet Melissa is a six book memoir series.
It is the author’s story about her life-long struggle with addiction to drugs, her downward spiral
towards self destruction, and finally her recovery. Follow the author down the dark path of
substance abuse and the lifestyle that goes with it. In Book One, the author gets involved with
prostitution and drugs. She encounters a variety of people, and finds herself addicted to heroin. With

that addiction she falls deeper and deeper into a hole of which she believes will never end. Her

Firstly, this book would benefit tremendously from a professional editor. Overlooking the continual
grammatical errors, it's a disturbing story of a young woman who seemingly never learned to love or

value herself and lacks self esteem. It’s very difficult to understand how she made the initial



transition to prostitution with so little resistance, but one can see clearly how this dark path becomes
darker and more tragic with physical abuse, substance abuse, and what appears to be the author’s
disconnect from her emotions, choices, and behavior. | wondered over and over why Melissa would
choose this lifestyle over just going home and living with her parents. This book leaves the reader
with more questions than answers, and left me with an energy that | felt | needed to wash off in the
shower, much like the writer does after her prostitution sessions. For that reason, | will not be buying
any more books in the series, but | applaud Segovia-Munoz for fighting her way out of an ugly, dark,
