The pictures are quite lovely and the poetic form
intends to soothe and comfort the reader or listener as Naamah does the same for the passengers
of the Ark. A note for the author’s note, someone unfamiliar with this potential name for Noah’s wife
who wouldn’t know how to pronounce it learns at the end of the book how to do so. For a first time
reader including this information at the start of the book will help them relate to the character better
as they will know how to speak her name in their thoughts as they read or aloud if they are reading

to others.

The author’s not at the end of this book explains the style of writing used to write this lullaby. The
style is inspired by an Arabic form of poetry dating back to at least the seventh century, called
ghazal (pronounced like guzzle) It makes for a lovely, rhythmic feel as we read about Noah'’s wife
singing the ark to sleep at night. The illustrations feel like cutouts pasted together to make pictures

and are soothing rather than bold in colour. Naamah and the Ark at Night is a perfect bedtime book.
