We’ve got two boys, 9 & 5, who are HUGE Lego fans and | don’t even want to think about how
many sets we’ve purchased over the years, or how much money we’ve invested in Legos overall
(ouchl). I love that Legos promote non-screen activity, general creativity, logic and dexterity in kids,
but hate how my boys, at least, are always focused on the next big set, but when they inevitably
break it down after a while of playing with it, rarely go back and reassemble things from the
blocks.This workbook-style series of books is a great inspiration to dig back into that pile of Legos
and create something new. The instructions are clear, and done in the Lego-style, completely
pictorially with numbers to indicate how many of each type of brick you need for the build. The
projects aren’t super detailed -- my nine-year-old, who does a lot of 16+ "expert" level sets, said
they were too simple and "kinda boring" -- but my five-year-old jumped right in, and has made
several projects so far.A nice stocking stuffer for a Lego fan, and a great way for parents to try to
reignite their kids’ passion for the Legos they’ve already got, rather than buying a new $$$ set.
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
