attract young people to history, but challenging the reader with opportunities to do further research
on their own on such a controversial series of events may have created future history teachers
and/or deep thinkers in the process. Additionally, | felt that the authors could have provided more
insight to why/how it came to be that not much of the backstory behind the "plot" details made it's

way into the reader of general knowledge until only recently, and not into the history books at all.
