Instead we went to the Hofbrauhaus and enjoyed ourselves
thoroughly. It was right next to the Mandarin Oriental, a grand historic hotel. And my Alpine dreams
were fulfilled by a visit to Berchtesgaden. We climbed up a 24 percent grade to reach the
Obersalzberg. We ate at the Berggastof and gazed out the big picture window. The Alps were so
