Even though cults do not make the news these days as they did some years ago, they are still of
concern to many people. Rhodes, an author, radio personality, and president of Reasoning from the
Scriptures Ministries, addresses this concern from the viewpoint of an evangelical Christian. His
thrust is to show where these groups go wrong for Christian ones, how they twist Scripture and how
to counter them. He writes very clearly and does an excellent job of defining cults and new religions
as well as introducing the 12 groups with which he has chosen to deal. Even readers not sharing
the author’s viewpoint can learn a good deal about these groups. However, one might wonder why
some were included, for example, the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, Jehovah’s
Witnesses, Unitarian Universalism, and Freemasonry.
