An introduction and brief essays on selected images provide
information about Adams’ life, document the evolution of his technique, and give voice to his artistic
vision. Few artists of any era can claim to have produced four hundred images of lasting beauty and
significance.

Many of the photos in the 400
look different from the Range of Light. Some have more contrast, some have less. It is sort of like a
slightly different interpretation. | closely compared a couple of the photos, in one case, | found the
400 has more shadow details in the deep shadow area, but the Range of Light counterpart has
more emotional impact; the larger size may have to do with the emotional part. In another case,the
400 has less overall contrast, and a lot more shadow information comparing to the Range of Light,

If you want 400 finely reproduced photographs of the oeuvre of one of the greatest black and white
photographers, Ansel Adams, then you must get this book. The photographs are reproduced with
the fine attention to detail, shadow and contrast that Adams would have demanded. It was amazing
to see his first photographs of Yosemite when he was 14 years old. Turning each page, one
stumbles across photographs one has forgotten or never seen, or those one can never forget. Even
