Me being a cheapskate should tell you that | thought it would be worth
the price--and it was.If you read the two previous reviews of the two previous books (or read the
books) (Worlds Unseen and Burning Light), you will remember some of the characters were gifted.

The six were scattered from here to yonder,
some captured by the evil ones and in danger of life and limb. The Blackness sought to capture all
of them and grab their power.Talking about being woven together, this book is something else. You

need to grab it and read, read, read. Some truly inspired writing here!

Leaving it open
ended would allow you to go back and write more in this series in the future (if you wished). There’s
definitely enough material there - you could even go back and write a prequel.Anyway, | enjoyed it

but the ending was a downer for me. Be forewarned.
