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On November 22, 1963, three great men died within a few hours of each other: C. S. Lewis, John F.

Kennedy and Aldous Huxley. All three believed, in different ways, that death is not the end of human

life. Suppose they were right, and suppose they met after death. How might the conversation go?

This one I'm not at

all a fan of. The arguments covered are interesting, but Lewis might as well be called "Socrates" as

Kreeft writes him identically to Socrates in his other books. For anyone who's read Lewis this just

doesn't sound like him.

The dialogue flows very naturally, even with the nice tidbits of humor. Kreeft turns what would

otherwise be a series of objections and replies into an entertaining debate between three interesting

people with three conflicting beliefs on the essence of Christianity and the identity of Jesus.
